The meeting was called to order @ 7:35.
Approval of Minutes.
Howe moved to approve the minutes as amended.  Kaminsky seconded the motion which carried unanimously.  

Correspondence and Announcements- The CACIWC Annual meeting will be held on November 10.  The Connecticut Farm Map was distributed.   The summer edition of the Habitat was distributed.  The Community Foundation of Greater New Haven Watershed Fund meeting is upcoming. 
Budget: 2007/2008 $45.00 was sent to CACIWC.   Sullivan will submit invoice for invasives.
Continuing Business

Permits for coastal projects.-nothing to report.  
Open Space Properties: Identification and Oversight-nothing to report. 
Proposed developments and other building projects-Hall briefly discussed the status of Churchill & Banks.
Invasive plant control-Approximately half an acre of Burning Bush seedlings were removed at the Supply Ponds with the help of Boy Scouts.  Hall requested before & after photos next time for the website. 
Peter Kaminsky Memorial-the rock has been moved; the plaque is ready.  Kaminsky stated that it should be installed by the end of the month. 
Vision Project-Hall stated that the project is a “blueprint” for Branford in the next 30 years.  A consultant is working on the project and gathering ideas and information.  She is encouraged by the progress. A meeting will be held on Monday. 
Branford Festival-Balloon releases-
Hannon stated that a guideline for the booths would be no helium balloons.   Hall suggested that they receive a commitment from the Chamber of Commerce and that a letter be sent from them to the Branford Festival Committee, especially since Connecticut has a law banning the release of helium balloons.  
Reports
Select Committee for Open Space Acquisition-the committee did not meet this month. 
ATV Control-Sullivan stated that he has not heard anything.
Phase II Stormwater Committee-nothing to report
Proposed Plan of Conservation and Development-nothing to report. 
Clean Energy Task Force –Sullivan stated that the BOS has approved a panel display at Town Hall; computer programs are available to students on solar paneling.  The High School, Canoebrook, Orchard House, and Volunteer Services are sites being considered for installation of the panels.  
Library displays-nothing to report.  
Other Business for Discussion
DOT work on Mill Plain Road- Howe stated that one of the trees on Mill Plain Road slated for removal by DOT is not doing well. Howe stated that Masotta has committed to replace the trees on Mill Plain Rd.    Hall reported on 171 Stony Creek Road and the DOT’s requirement of the removal of trees on the property.  
Oak Hollow Road-the Commission will discuss the item next month.
